Exercise 7: Throwing Coins…

An Excel document is shown below…and edited by YOUR NAME HERE!

Double click on the cells above to edit.

1. In A1 type in the word “Throw”. Now in A2 type a 1 and A3 type a 2. If you block (hold the left mouse down over the first and move to the second cell, they become highlighted). Now a black dot appears bottom left of the highlighted area, drag this down to cell A11 – The numbers 3 – 10 appear.

2. In B1 type in the Word “Random”. Now in B2 type =RAND(). A random decimal number between 0 and 1 appears. Now drag this down to cell B11 – 9 more random numbers appear.

3. In C1 type in the Word “Coin1”. Now in C2 type =IF(B2<0.5,"H","T") - A “H” will appear if the number to the left is less than a half (½) or a “T” otherwise. Now drag this down to cell C11 – 9 more Heads or Tails appear.

4. D1 and E1 are similar to B1/C1, but for a second coin. For D2 use the same formuli as for B2, but modify the C2 forumli for E2 so that it uses the value in D2 rather than B2! Drag both columns down!

5. We can combine the result in Column F – To do this we need to use the function Concatenate! Into F2 Enter =Concatenate(C2,E2) . Drag this down and various combinations of HH / HT / TH / TT appear. This is the result of throwing 10 pairs of 2 coins!

6. Now we can count the results. Use the cells and formula below (???? – you have to work out!). Use this data to produce an attractive easy to read bar chart....
